Policies for Parents Night Out Cedar Park First United Methodist Church 
 
The policies below are for the Parent’s Night Out (PNO) at Cedar Park First United Methodist Church.  This document must be 
reviewed and signed by the childs parent/guardian(s) before the child can attend PNO.  For the safety of your child, this signed 
form will remain with the CPFUMC Nursery Director. 
 
Program Objectives 
To provide to CPFUMC congregation members and Cedar Park community a quality child care program for children ages 2 – 8 
years old, once a month.  Through interactive activity and dramatic play, this program is designed to foster the belief that God 
loves and cares for all children. 
 
Days and Hours of Operation 
PNO is in operation the first Friday of every month, unless otherwise notified, from 6:30 – 9:30 PM. 
 
Registration and Fees 
In order to provide the best care for your 2 – 8 year old child, and to aid our caregivers, this form must be reviewed, signed, 
and on file with the CPFUMC Nursery Director.   

¶ The fees for the program are $10.00 for a single child, $17.00 for two children, $22.00 for up to three children, per family.  
Each additional child per family is $6.00.  These prices are per night. 

¶ PNO confirmation and fees are due IN ADVANCE by Tuesday 12:00 noon of the week of the PNO.  Fees should be given to 
the CPFUMC Office Manager.  We cannot accept fees at the PNO event.  All fees must be paid in advance. 

¶ Donations are gladly accepted in addition to the standard fees.  All donations will be used to help others less fortunate 
that would like to attend. 
All cancellations must be made directly to the CPFUMC Office (335.9540 or office@cpfumc.org) by Thursday 12:00 noon of the 
week of the PNO 
 
Arrival and Departure 

¶ Children must be brought into the nursery and released to the assigned staff.  Parent/Guardian(s) should sign their chil-
dren in and out and provide an emergency number where they can be reached at all times.  Children will only be released 
to the individuals who signed them in, unless written permission indicates otherwise. 

¶ Children should not arrive earlier than 6:30 PM. 

¶ Please remember PNO ends promptly at 9:30 PM.  Since this program is a ministry of the church, its purpose is not for 
profit; therefore, we will need to charge $2/minute for late pickup, payable to the remaining assigned staff. 

 
Meals and Snacks 
All children are expected to have eaten a well-balanced dinner before attending PNO.  A small snack will be provided during 
the program. 
 
Health 
For the health of the other children, please do not bring children who have shown the following symptoms within the previ-
ous 24 hours: Fever, vomiting, productive coughing, sore throat, diarrhea, eye discharges, yellow/green nasal mucus, unex-
plained rash. 
 
What to Bring 

¶ If your child is not potty-trained, please bring 3 – 4 diapers, package of wipes, and a complete change of clothes  (The 
nursery does not stock diapers). 

¶ For children under 5 years old, please bring pajamas.
